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General Safety Guidelines

® Never leave children and non-swimmers unattended
around the pool area

@ Make sure that first aid kits and life saving equipment
is accessible from pool side

@ Do not allow running on pool side nor diving in shallow
water

@ Always handle chemicals in a well ventilated area,
preferably outdoors

® Never use unlabelled or out of date chemicals

@ Keep chemicals out of reach of children and away
from animals

@ Avoid spillages

@ In the event of a spillage, flush area with large volumes
of water

@ Before disposing of empty containers, rinse them
thoroughly in the pool

@ Never add chemicals to a pool when in use
@ Always wash hands after handling chemicals
